The hotel is located in a beautiful forested area 

in the middle of the Netherlands. Part of the hotel

is a cloister with a chapel. 
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Travel to accommodation

The nearest railway station is Amersfoort Central Station. Trains run frequently from Schiphol airport to Amersfoort (4 times an hour during day time), it takes about 40 minutes. From Amersfoort Central Station taxis bring you to the hotel in a 10 minutes ride. You can travel by public transport (bus) from Amersfoort Central Station to the hotel in 15 minutes.
Rooms

All rooms dispose of a bathroom with shower and toilet and are equipped with  television, telephone and free wireless internet. Rooms are labelled with three stars. 
Meals
Breakfast is continental and includes different breads, cheese, meat, sweets, milk, yoghurts, fruit juices, coffee and tea. Lunch buffet, including warm snacks and a salad. Lunch on Tuesday is a picnic.
Diner has three courses. The main course is a buffet, with vegetarian and fish dishes as well.

Consumptions/drinks
All diners are including one consumption (non alcoholic drinks or a glass of wine). During day program there will be water, coffee and tea. Extra drinks in between time or in the evenings are not included and will be charged on your room number.

Payments
Accommodation costs €78,25 per person per night for a single room, including breakfast. Double room including breakfast costs €97,50. You can settle payment for the accommodation at arrival in the hotel.

The accommodation accepts cash and credit cards.
Climate
At the end of September autumn might have begun in the Netherlands, though some days can be really nice. Temperature during day time will usually be between 14 and 19 degrees Celsius. We can get rainy days as well, so be prepared.
Do not forget to bring:
· posters, materials, leaflets, books you want to share;
· rain clothes as part of the program is outdoors;
· comfortable walking shoes, we go into the forest off road!
